Dear John:-


Your letter of the 30 ult. duly rec’d and the contents carefully digested. We had lots of fun at the picnic and Miss March did not lead (her) us around by a string and we did go swimming. All the boys like Miss March now and say they wished they knew her better when in school. say they could not get onto her ways but now they are.  Deek Sherman shipped on a little yacht last night at this port. The yacht is The Whisper of Buffalo owned by a man named Burgee and at present is being used by a couple of millionaires on a pleasure trip. They had two Japenese, a cook and a waiter. The waiter left and so Deek got the job. He has nothing to do but serve meals and champagen when called for and the Jap said that sometimes when champagne is served they give tips of as much as three or four dollars at a time. Money is no object. The yacht was in here a week getting her boiler fixed and she was inspected. She left last night for Chicago and will stay there three weeks while the people see the World’s Fair. from there they will come back here and then to Buffalo. The yacht is a beauty. Maybe you will see it when you are in inChicago again. Yes we have been in swimming here any number of times. Up to Rand’s pasture is where all the Assembly Room kids go. There was a lawn party up at Windiah’s house (the one near Hubbards) last night. Edith Hubbard and  and Miss Lewis and several other people of Manwc left on the Muskegon last Sunday night for Milwaukee. Miss Lewis is not coming back here again. Too bad aint it? But Miss March is coming back and so is Evans. I went over to Mclendy and Packard’s gallery with Ed this P.M. and he got his photographs. They are out of sight. The class picture is elegant. best I ever saw of a graduating class.  Thats so you weren’t behind the scenes in the Opera House this time during commencement exercises were you. well neither was I. Before the scenes was the best place this time because they didn’t have any tambourine drill this time. The essays were out of sight though not out of hearing. in fact you could hear every syllable in every part of the hall. Since your last I read that your boat was on the rocks but got off again all right. Glad to hear it. Of course I mean I am glad to hear she got off all right. What did you do. Susie Walker is in Man’owc now, but I haven’t met her yet. You asked when I would be at the fair. Well I don’t think I can go at all unless I go steamboating. Harry and Pat and Frenchy and I are all trying to go. Go steamboating I mean. Fourth of July it rained all day and just stopped in the evening and then the Heyday Club shot off 240 worth of fire works. It looked fine. Did it really cost you $4 for one day at the fair? The admission fee is only $.50 and the fair proper is free for that ---and only the --- is extra and if you spent $4 you must have blown it all in in Midway and could not have seen much of the Fair proper. Did you? I wish I could go. I want to go steamboating so I can see the fair while I am in Chicago. There is nothing to do here. The town is absolutely dead. I don’t believe I saw Souse 5 times since school is out and Harry is always down at the dock, --- is gone and Ed is soon going and then what will there be to do. Can’t even get a kid to go swimming then. I played ball in the park with a lot of farmers this afternoon. Ringling’s Circus is going to be here on the  ---. Well this is about all that has transpired in this hobo, one house, lone man’s town. Will write later when there is more to say. Please answer soon. Good bye John.
