I never see Pat except at church on Sunday unless I call on him in the evening.


I cant tell you much about varsity life. We live away from the Latin Quarter of the town. We recite from 9 to 11 am. 5 days per week and it takes all of our afternoon and evenings to prepare our lessons. I usually study with Kirwan. It is much easier to study togeather. Our house is just a couple of doors from Bob LaFollettes. Handy for Bob to come over & consult me on legal knots when gets stuck. I haven’t seen any big game except Rush Medics & I went in a member of the Varsity Band. Friend of the ---. 4&5 of the team are in my class & they nearly all flunked. Half of them have been fired off the hill & took up law as an easy means to play. Write when you get time.   I never hear from anyone, but Read the papers up at Pat’s when I go up.
